Young people facing postcode lottery to get work experience

Employers in some parts of the UK are almost twice as likely to offer work experience compared to
other areas of the country.

A survey of 18,000 businesses shows one in five says nothing could persuade them to offer work
experience.

That's despite two thirds claiming experience is vital when it comes to hiring new staff.

The survey was carried out by the UK Commission for Employment and Skills, a government-funded
organisation.

It says the problem has left many young people trapped in a cycle where they can't get a job without
experience but can't get the experience to get a job.

Unemployment may be gradually falling but, of aimost 2 million people in the UK without a job, 40% are
under 25.

Dame Fiona Kendrick is the chief executive of Nestle UK and Ireland and is one of the authors behind
this report.

"The areas where employers are least likely to offer any form of experience of the workplace are also
where youth unemployment is high," she says.

Areas with the fewest opportunities for work experience include Hull and Northern Lincolnshire,
Leicester, Sheffield and Cumbria.

Liverpool, Birmingham and Solihull all have a much higher number of businesses offering experience
and also happen to have significantly lower levels of youth unemployment.

Almost 40% of employers who didn't offer work experience said it was because they didn't have any
suitable roles to offer.

A quarter said they didn't have the time or resources.

Employers also reveal that they prefer to recruit young workers via word-of-mouth recommendations,
meaning young people without connections are at a disadvantage.

Michael Davis is the chief executive of the UK Commission for Employment and Skills.

He says: "Young people are already facing increasingly difficult conditions finding their way into the
workplace, and the news that these factors can be further compounded based simply on location s
disheartening."

The organisation is calling for all schools and colleges in the UK to set up links with at least one local
business.

UK employers are also being asked to take the lead in a new government-sponsored careers company
which aims to build links between schools and businesses.

In response, Employment Minister Esther McVey told Newsbeat: "This Government is giving young
people the experience they need to get the job they want and, having increased employment by 1.75m
since 2010, that's what we'll continue to do.

"We've hugely expanded our work experience scheme, helping employers across the country offer
almost a quarter of a million work experience placements.

"We are also working with businesses to help them create their own training and work experience
schemes so more people get the chance to get their foot in the door to the career they want."
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The survey was conducted by the EU commission for Employment and Skills.

The Commission for Employment and Skills is financed by the government.

The survey deals with the struggle of young people to find work placements.

The results show that England in particular offers many internships for young people.

The study highlights gender-based differences.

Youngsters are less likely to find an internship than people in their mid-twenties.
Eighteen million businesses took part in the survey.

One-fifth of businesses are reluctant to offer experience.

Employers have a lot of internships available but do not have the means to finance them.

Having interns is too time-consuming for 40% of employers.

Employers also state that they favour people that were recommended to them.

Nearly half of employers who didnt provide internships indicate that they do not have any suitable
roles to offer.

Former work experience plays a crucial role in recruitment.
Areas like Hull and Sheffield offer plenty of placements.
Experience is a key factor for success in the job market.
The vast majority of unemployed individuals are minors.

Young people are caught in a vicious cycle.

The youth unemployment rate in Liverpool and Solihull is not considerably lower than in other cities.
Mr. Davis states that the future for young people is looking bright.

Mother Language Day

UNESCO's decision to celebrate International Mother Language Day since 2000 derives from the
importance of linguistic diversity and the need to maintain and revive minority languages. Today, there
are around 7,000 languages in the world, and an increasing number of situations in which two or more
languages co-exist and are indispensable in everyday communication.

Through learning languages, even just by mastering a second language, we develop a fuller awareness
of linguistic and cultural traditions (UNESCO, n.d.). And besides the obvious practical benefits learning a
foreign language provides, it has been demonstrated to improve memory and brain power and delay the
onset of Alzheimer’s and dementia.

Bilingualism, even when acquired in adulthood, can have a positive effect on the brain. Students who
speak more than one language tend to outperform peers in math and reading (French Immersion
School of Washington, n.d.; Anne Merritt, 2013), and are more adept at focusing on relevant information
by ignoring irrelevant and misleading stimuli. This can be due to the fact that by learning another
language, we have to switch back and forth between two distinct systems of rules, challenging the brain
to recognize and work out meaning. For this reason, bilingual students learn to become critical thinkers
and perform better at problem-solving tasks. The brain is said to function better with exercise. Language
learners need to memorize rules and vocabulary and thus strengthen their cognitive muscles, making
them better at memorizing lists and sequences (Anne Merritt, 2013).

Learning a second language can also develop mother tongue skills. Generally, not much attention is
paid to the grammatical structures of our native tongue, but once we start to focus on the mechanics of
a second language: grammar, conjugations and sentence structure, our awareness of our first language
improves. These transferable skills give bilingual students a greater insight into their mother tongue,
thus making them more effective communicators as well as better writers.

But aside from the positive effects on our cognitive process, leaming a second language opens the door
into a particular culture, broadening our understanding of a race and culture, and making us more
appreciative of other perspectives. Once | started to learn a second language, | began to experience
how learning about another culture, in my case Mexico, has enabled me to achieve a significantly more
profound understanding and appreciation of my own. As a Brit living in Mexico, | feel a stronger
connection to my heritage which | took for granted when living in England.
